Subject Area: Social Skills

P:9 Students will choose appropriate clothing for certain activities from their own personal wardrobe.
Objectives:


Students will learn which clothes are appropriate and/or inappropriate to wear for certain activities and places. We will go through pictures and different examples of appropriate dress with a PowerPoint. 
Learning Activities:

· As a class, we will go through a PowerPoint on appropriate vs. inappropriate dress and the reasons of why it would be necessary to dress appropriately to different activities. 
· Students will give their own reasoning as to why it is necessary to dress appropriately along with their own examples. 
· When we are finished as a large group, we will have students work on their own and cut out examples in magazines, clothing that either will fall under appropriate and inappropriate. 
· Students will then divide their paper and write “Appropriate” on one portion and “Inappropriate” on another and paste the pictures they have cut out onto one side.
