Round 3- Early Intervention Activity Plan

Grade Level: Infant/Toddler (0-3 Years)

Subject(s) Area: Social and Emotional Development and Approaches to Play and Learning

Materials Needed: Manipulative materials in order to take turns

Standards:

SED.2.7 Work cooperatively with others and exhibit appropriate social behavior (e.g., use names, share, take turns, show respect).

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn the importance of taking turns when playing cooperatively with a peer or adult. 

Learning Activities:

1. Interventionist will bring out manipulates (cars, money into piggy bank, etc.- based on child’s likes) and introduce that we are going to take turns.
2. Interventionist will go first and point at herself saying “My turn” and then take their turn first.

3. When finished, interventionist will point to child and say “your turn.”

4. Before allowing child to go, the interventionist will have child point to themselves and say “My turn,” the child should not go until they at least point to themselves and/or point to themselves and say “My turn.”

5. The above learning activities will continuously go on until interventionist intervenes and feels they have worked on “My turn and your turn” as many times as necessary.

Interventionist will assess by simple observation of the child taking turns and also point to themselves and saying “My turn.” This will also being an ongoing assessment and observation upon visits to make sure this is consistently happening.

Subject(s) Area: Mathematics and Logical Thinking
Materials Needed: Picture cards showing opposites, less/more, etc.

Standards: 

MTH.1.6 Demonstrates ability to compare quantities of objects.
Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will be able to identify picture cards that have objects showing less and more. 

Learning Activities:

1. Interventionist will introduce picture cards by telling child they will be talking about things like how many more puppies than kitties there may be or what the opposite of something is.

2. Interventionist will start showing child picture cards asking things such as, “Which glass has more juice in it?” “Which side has less puppies in the picture?”

3. Child will identify by pointing to the picture with which one they think has less or more. 

4. Interventionist can also extend this activity with asking opposites, such as “Which is the opposite of wet?”

Materials Needed: Picture book of child, their family, favorite toys, etc.
Standards:

Objectives: Students will:

1. Student will begin to identify themselves with their own name.

2. Student will begin to identify other important people in their life by name.

3. Student will begin to identify important toys/objects to themselves by name.

Learning Activities:

1. Interventionist will take pictures/receive pictures from family of child, child’s family, and important toys/objects to child.

2. Interventionist will put together picture book of the above pictures and introduce book to child.

3. Interventionist will sit with child in their lap and start going through each picture and pointing to the picture and saying a name, such as the child’s picture and saying their name. 

4. Interventionist will then have child point and identify picture with the name of the person/object.

Reflective Questions:

Can you point to blank person?

Can you say blank’s name?

How do you know that is blank?
