Earth Day Art Project

Grade Level: First grade

Subject(s) Area: Art and Social Studies

Materials Needed: 

Newspaper, paint, black oil chalk, water, paintbrushes, food coloring

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn about the significance and importance of Earth Day.
2. Students will learn about particular lines, shapes, and watercolor.
3. Students will be given background information on Earth Day and the events they can partake in on Earth Day.

4. Students will participate in large group art, going step-by-step with the teacher.

5. Students will draw and paint with food coloring their Earth Day project. 

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will introduce the Earth Day art project with a video talking about Earth Day and why we recognize Earth Day. 

2. Teacher will introduce Earth Day with asking students why they/we love our Earth. 

3. Teacher will write the list as students say why they love the Earth.

4. Teacher will then introduce Earth Day project with having students get their materials by pods/when they are called.
5. Teacher will then give explicit step-by-step instructions with the students as they are creating their project. 

6. Teacher will also give explicit painting instructions with the students.

7. Students will create their own Earth Day project along with the teacher 

8. Students will be given explicit “clean up” instructions

9. Students will complete their art project and leave them to dry in a designated area.

10. Students art projects will be hung up for display

Students will be informally assessed by actively participating in the large group discussion about why we recognize Earth Day and the different things, materials, etc. they love about our Earth. Students will be formally assessed by the completion of their Earth Day project.
