Day 1
Grade Level: First Grade

Subject(s) Area: Language Arts

Materials Needed: Time for Kids magazine, premade I Learned/I Wonder/WOW Chart

Standards:

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn how to look for important details in a text.

2. Students will relate their own background knowledge to what they may want to learn currently. 

3. Students will ask questions based on what they want to learn or think is exciting.

Learning Activities:

1. As a large group we will talk about all of the information and facts they have been learning about this year.

2. Teacher will explain that we are going to learn to take notes today but not just on facts. Notes will be what we learn, what we wonder, and our reactions to information. 

3. Teacher will explain when we want to learn interesting things we have to look at the text, view the pictures, and write down what we are learning to keep track of it.

4. Teacher will introduce that when we read today we will be writing down information in our I learned/I Wonder/Wow! Anchor chart. 

5. Teacher will explain that the new facts and information we have learned goes in the “I Learned” column, our questions will go in the “I Wonder” column, and anything that is exciting or cool to us goes in the “Wow!” column. 

6. Teacher will remind students that a reaction or response is something we think of feel about the information we’re learning- or a connection to our background knowledge. 

7. Teacher will direct students attention to the poster about rainforests and ask about their response to the photograph. 

8. Students will give their responses and teacher will write these down in the Wow! Column. 

9. Teacher will explain again that the Wow! Column is where we will write our reactions, responses, connections, and even stuff we already know. 

10. Teacher will explain the chart will help keep our thinking straight and that the poster is about animals who live in the rain forest and see what we can learn about them. 
Assessment:

Teacher will informally assess by student participation and their input on what their reaction, responses, and background knowledge is. Teacher will formally assess later in the week by students writing their own responses, reactions, and background knowledge/note taking by themselves on interesting things they learned or exciting things they learned.

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn how to distinguish between things they have learned/their background knowledge, things that excite them, and things they wonder about.

2. Students will learn how to take notes about interesting facts and information and keep them organized.

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will model for the large group that she will write facts in the first column and questions in the second column, also stating she already has responses from the previous day in the third column.

2. Teacher will tell students she has a reaction to the cover photo and what they are- reminding we can say words like “Wow!” to react to information. 
3. Teacher will state she is amazed the toucan has such a large beak and that my question is “I wonder how the toucan flies with such a giant beak?”- this will go in I Wonder column. 

4. Teacher will sketch the toucan next to question and draw an arrow to show reaction. 

5. Teacher will have students turn and talk about if they learned anything from the photo, any questions, or any reactions or responses.

6. Teacher will ask students what they talked about and write these reactions in the proper column.

7. Teacher will direct students attention to how our thinking connects across all of the columns and how the arrows connect to each piece of knowledge or question.

Assessment:

Teacher will informally assess students on their participation and responses. Teacher will formally assess students later in the week on their own note taking on the information given.

Day 3

Materials Needed: Time for Kids Magazine/poster, anchor chart, writing utensils, clip-boards, post-it notes

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn how to distinguish between things they have learned/their background knowledge, things that excite them, and things they wonder about.

2. Students will learn how to take notes about interesting facts and information and keep them organized.

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will tell students she thinks they are ready to think, read, and view as we go on to read about more rain forest animals.

2. Teacher will explain we are going to do some reading and taking notes together- hand out clipboards, post-its, and pencils.

3. Teacher explains that as she reads she would like them to write down and draw your thinking on the post-it notes and I’ll write our notes up on the Anchor Chart.

4. Teacher explains we will read about the rain forest roofs and the frogs in the trees- telling students to look carefully at the photograph and think about the information just read. 

5. Teacher will have students turn and talk then about what they learned, what they wonder, or a reaction they have. 
6. Teacher will then ask what they learned, wonder, or for a reaction and suggest they write it on their post-it. Teacher will write reactions on the chart and also put her own reaction.

7. Teacher will state to students that we all may have different reactions to the information because we all think differently and that is what makes our thinking so interesting.

8. Teacher will write information learned, questions, and reactions with pictures as well and connect it with arrows.

Assessment:

Teacher will informally assess students on their participation and responses. Teacher will formally assess students later in the week on their own note taking on the information given.

Day 4

Materials Needed: Time for Kids Magazine/poster, anchor chart, writing utensils, clip-boards, post-it notes, I Learned/I wonder/Wow! Thinksheets

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will learn how to distinguish between things they have learned/their background knowledge, things that excite them, and things they wonder about.

2. Students will learn how to take notes about interesting facts and information and keep them organized.

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will tell students she thinks they are ready to take their own notes on post-it notes and that they can work with a partner or by themselves. 

2. They can use their own TFK magazine or books in the classroom to keep taking notes and writing and drawing what they learn, what they wonder, and reactions and responses. 

3. Teacher will remind students they can learn information from looking at the pictures, features, and reading words. 

4. Teacher will remind students they should just have one thing written on each post-it note.

5. As students are working, teacher will pull a small group aside who already has several notes written and will start sorting them on their thinksheets.

6. After all students have sorted their information, the class will regather and will share some of the information they wrote on their post-its or how they decided to sort it on the I Learned/I Wonder/Wow! Charts. 

Assessment:

Students will informally assessed by their reactions and responses. Students will be formally assessed on the participation of their own note taking and also what they decided to take notes on or about.
