Guided Reading- Small Groups

Grade Level: Kindergarten

Subject(s) Area: Language Arts/Reading

Materials Needed: Sight word cards, guided reading books (1 per student), white board and dry erase marker

Standards:

RL. 1 With prompting and support, ask and answer questions about key details in a text.

RL. 4 Ask and answer questions about unknown words in a text.
RL. 10 Actively engage in group reading activities with purpose and understanding.

RF. 3 Know and apply grade-level phonics and word analysis skills in decoding words.

Objectives: Students will:

1. Students will participate in teacher-led small groups.

2. Students will participate in identifying specific kindergarten sight words.

3. Students will participate in guided reading by first listening to teacher read sentence-by-sentence and then reading to themselves at a level 1 voice or together as a small group.
4. Students will then answer questions about the text or ask questions about they text.

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will introduce each small group guided reading story with new sight words students will see in the text.

2. Teacher will write sight words on the white board and ask students to identify what word it is.

3. Teacher will then introduce the text students will be reading with having students complete a picture walk.

4. Students will be prompted to explain what they are seeing in the pictures.

5. Teacher will lead reading the text, reading sentence-by-sentence to the students and after each sentence having the students read it together.

6. Teacher will prompt students with questions about the text.

7. Teacher will clarify any words in the text or pictures that students may have questions about.

8. Teacher will then go over previous sight word cards with each individual student or as a small group.

Assessment:


Teacher will informally assess students by asking them prompting questions about things within the text. Teacher will also later formally assess students by going over first grade sight words with them and also asking them to write their own sentences about specific topics.
Reflection:


I actually really enjoyed holding the guided reading groups for the day. I am really familiar with reading groups and every teacher holds them differently than another. I thought most of the students responded well to having me as the one in charge of the groups and I think most of the groups ran really smoothly. There were a few glitches that I would have changed, like asking students to do different things, rather than just telling them we were going to reread a sentence or stay on a page. I would do things a little differently if they were my own groups to adjust a bit, like following guided reading in the sense of having the students write how they think a sight word should be written and almost giving them the reigns a little bit more in certain instances. 

Calendar Math
Grade Level: Kindergarten

Subject(s) Area: Math 

Materials Needed: Numbers to change out count of days in school, ones/tens/hundreds blocks, pointer stick, other calendar materials

Standards:

K.CC.4 Understand the relationship between numbers and quantities: connect counting to cardinality.

K.G.2 Correctly name shapes regardless of their orientations or overall size. 

Objectives: Students will:
1. Students will actively participate in large group math/calendar time.

2. Students will answer questions asked by “Calendar Student” and/or teacher pertaining to the calendar (what day is it, what day of the week it is, the month, etc.)

3. Students will partake in counting 1-100 as a whole group.

Learning Activities:

1. Teacher will count 1-100 with students as a whole group.

2. Teacher will then ask what day of the week it is, what yesterday was, and what tomorrow will be (calendar helper will be pointing to these questions and calling on individual students).

3. Teacher will ask students how many days they have been in school and calendar helper will add counting blocks (ones/tens/hundreds).

4. Student will also change number of days in school
5. Students will guess calendar pattern after adding each new day to calendar.

6. Students will then answer questions about which shape teacher may be thinking of or talking about with given clues (“I’m thinking of a shape that has 4 equal sides,” etc.).

Assessment:

Reflection:


I didn’t really feel that great about teaching calendar math just because I felt like I didn’t know what step to do next necessarily even though I had watched Ms. Fridley do it multiple times and we had briefly talked about what order it goes in. I think I just felt like I seemed unorganized or scatter brained to the kids and it just didn’t go as smoothly as I would have liked. I don’t think it was completely awful, but I also didn’t know quite how Ms. Fridley wanted me to transition students from one small activity to the next. I just was not that confident in this lesson and felt I could have done a little better presenting it to the students.

7. Teacher will count 1-100 with students as a whole group and continue counting how many days of school there have been.
8. Teacher will then ask what day of the week it is, what yesterday was, and what tomorrow will be (calendar helper will be pointing to these questions and calling on individual students).

9. Teacher will ask students how many days they have been in school and calendar helper will add counting blocks (ones/tens/hundreds).

10. Student will also change number of days in school

11. Students will guess calendar pattern after adding each new day to calendar.

12. Students will then answer questions about which shape teacher may be thinking of or talking about with given clues (“I’m thinking of a shape that has 4 equal sides,” etc.).

Reflection:

I also felt that I just transitioned from each mini activity to the next and that it was better teacher led than I previously had completed this lesson.
