Objectives

Age 3-4 Years


The child will be able to identify each individual letter of the alphabet and its sound(s). The child will also be able to spell different sight words with magnets/connecting the magnet letters to the magnetic strip on top of the task box. The child will say the word before spelling it and then also each individual letter as they spell.
Learning Activities


The child will be able to identify each individual letter of the alphabet and its sound(s). The child will then take out a word card, one at a time, and spell the word with the magnet letters. The letters will be put on the magnetic strip on top of the cover of the task box and go through the word cards doing as many as they can at a time. The child will say the word before spelling it and then also each individual letter as they spell.
Assessment

The child will be able to spell 5-10 words with the magnet letters, putting them on to the magnetic strip by copying from the word card while saying the letters and/or the word. Any prompting, cuing, or modifications will be noted so that adjustments can be made when this concept is presented at a later date. Persistence and frustration will be noted as well so that any adaptations can be made.
